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OKC Philharmonic Announces Programming 
for 2010-2011 Season of Concerts

(Oklahoma City, OK)  The Oklahoma City Philharmonic announces programming for the 2010-2011 season of concerts under the direction of Music Director Joel Levine. Levine leads the eight concerts of the Inasmuch Classics Series and performances of the Oklahoman Pops Series.
OKC Philharmonic Executive Director Eddie Walker comments, “The programs and guest artists of the new season continue to demonstrate Maestro Levine’s compelling artistic vision for the OKC PHIL. Our orchestra maintains a high standard of excellence in programming and performance under his leadership.”
Inasmuch Classics Series – 8 Saturday Evening Concerts

Welcomed to our stage for the first time are legendary performers offering powerful repertoire. Peter Serkin opens the Classics Series with the magnificent Piano Concerto No. 2  by Brahms; and internationally-beloved violinist Midori plays the Mendelssohn Violin Concerto. 

Another season highlight is a concert the Maestro Levine has titled “Concerning Heaven and Earth.” The Fourth Symphony of Gustav Mahler is built around the song for soprano “Das himmlische Leben,” (the celestial life) which presents a child’s view of heaven. Also featured on the program is Samuel Barber’s lush and richly textured work for soprano and orchestra, “Knoxville: Summer of 1915,” which presents a child’s view of a summer evening in a family neighborhood. Soprano Sari Gruber makes her OKC PHIL debut in this concert.

Pianists at the Classics
In addition to welcoming Mr. Serkin, the OKC PHIL is pleased to welcome back pianists Horacio Gutierrez and Valery Kuleshov. Mr. Gutierrez is a favorite with OKC audiences and returns to perform the Piano Concerto No. 2 by Frederic Chopin in January 2011 in a program titled “From the Pens of Great Pianists.” This concert also features the “Academic Festival Overture” by Brahms and the Symphonic Dances by Sergei Rachmaninoff – all three composers were noted pianists and left works of genius in every genre. In April 2011, Mr. Kuleshov will perform the Piano Concerto No. 2 by Franz Liszt in a program that also features the brilliant Fifth Symphony of Dmitri Shostakovich.
Philharmonic Showcase and Young Artists

Making his second appearance with the OKC PHIL, violinist Philippe Quint has proven himself a distinctive and powerful force as a performer. A poet on the violin, Quint will perform the Scottish Fantasy by Bruch. This program also features Beethoven’s Symphony No. 7.  

An evening of “Magic, Mystery & Melody” is in store with a performance by the delightful cellist Julie Albers. Ms. Albers has impressed audiences with her warmth, accuracy and the romance of her playing. Presented as the Emerging Artist sponsored by the Oklahoma City Orchestra League, Ms. Albers makes her first appearance with the OKC PHIL in October 2010.
The annual Philharmonic Showcase in May 2011 is Maestro Levine’s offering of blockbuster classics that feature the orchestra. This season brings Ravel’s Bolero to the stage. In addition the concert presents Copland’s Appalachian Spring and the exciting opera excerpt by Wager, Siegfried’s’ Rhine Journey from “Gotterdammerung.”

When Billy Joel hand-picked the lead for his Broadway show “Movin’ Out,” a star was born. Michael Cavanaugh was the singing and piano-playing hot shot who brought audiences to their feet for three years as the star of “Movin’ Out.” Now touring with his own show “Music of Billy Joel and More,” this incredible young talent brings his high-energy performance to OKC in November 2010.

A veteran performer of both Broadway and television, Jeff McCarthy leads the cast of singers and dancers in Chesapeake’s A Very Merry Pops, OKC’s favorite Christmas Show! Two brand new sets and a multitude of new production numbers will make this show sparkle as the #1 family holiday must-see!
January at the Pops features the explosive vocal talents and hard-driving instrumental virtuosity of the family bluegrass band, Cherryholmes. Covering the gamut from bluegrass and gospel to country and original pop ballads, this incredibly talented family has been described as “bluegrass on steroids!”

Toe-tapping hits are planned for “Big Band Night” at the Pops with John Pizzarelli. With more than 40 albums and a nationally syndicated radio show, Pizzarelli is a veteran performer who specializes in music of the 30s and 40s. Smart, funny, energetic and upbeat, Pizzarelli is an entertainer from tip to toe!
The Pops presents “From Rags to Ritzes,” an all-star performer-packed concert of the music of Irving Berlin in April.  Featuring the incredible talents of Tony DeSare, Ashley Lane, Hugh Panaro, NaTashia Yvette Williams and James T. Lane, this evening of American music explores the great music of the “Dean” of American Songwriters.
Jane Monheit is an elegant, retro jazz vocalist who offers come-hither tunes with vintage charm. However, there’s nothing old-fashioned about the power and range of Monheit’s extraordinary voice. She closes the Oklahoman Pops in April with an evening of sizzling vocal fireworks.
