In November soprano Sari Gruber returns to lend her voice to the masterpiece that is Mahler's Symphony No. 4 and pianist Shai Wosner delighting with Mozart's Piano Concerto No. 23. In March, violinist Rachel Barton Pine performs Corigliano's haunting "The Red Violin: Chaconne." Finally, Jean-Yves Thibaudet, facilitator of the OKC PHIL's magnificent Steinway concert grand piano, graces the stage to perform Gershwin's "Concerto in F for Piano and Orchestra."
